Membership Guidelines 2010

Adult & Adult Couple - Must be under 55 yrs.

Family -Includes couples & all juniors under 18yrs

Senior & Senior Couples - Must be 55 yrs or older.

Weekday Members - Can play Monday through Friday and after 2pm weekends and holidays
Intermediate — Must be age 19 to 35

Juniors -18 yrs and younger (Two juniors same family $225.00 each)

Social — No restrictions, fully transferable, Must be used in 2010

Twilight & Dual Twilight — Receive half price green fees before 8am Mon-Fri. & After 2pm
everyday.

Range - 3 buckets each per day. Not allowed to share buckets with non range members

Full membership receive interclub privileges at Widder Station and Heritage Heights — anytime
Monday through Friday & after 12 noon weekends and holidays, green fees $18.00 for 18 holes
and $9.00 for 9 holes. These prices do not include applicable taxes; however do include a
complimentary cart. Please provide membership card at registration.

Starting and Registration

1. All players must register at the Pro shop at least 15 minutes prior to tee time. There is no starting of play before the Pro

Shop opens and the course will close for play at dusk.

All players must present their starting receipt to the starter before teeing off.

All players must be present when their name is called. Golfers’ not present will tee off at the next available time.

Members may reserve starting times 7 days in advance.

Only groups of two or more players will be permitted to book starting times. Single players will be partnered with an available group.
Starter and Marshal’s requests must be followed.

Players must maintain their position on the golf course. Slower groups may be asked by the Marshal to let faster groups play through.
“Course Closed” signs will be posted due to inclement weather conditions by club management. No play shall commence when the
course has been closed.
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General Rules

1. Preferred Dress Code — All clothing must be free of holes and patches. Tank tops, track, jogging suits and cut offs are not permitted
and soft spikes are preferred. The discretion of Management is to be adhered to.
2. Alcoholic beverages are strictly prohibited outside the licensed areas and only when legally purchased from SHGR.
Any violation may result in immediate cancellation of membership or removal from the golf course.
3. Members may be suspended for excessive use of profane language, malicious damage or other misconduct, guests may
also be asked to leave.
4. SHGR shall not be responsible for the loss of personal property or the personal effects of members or for any damage
or injury sustained by any member or caused by any player. Members hereby agree to indemnify and save harmless SHGR against all
claims whatsoever.
Members must follow the direction of the Pro Shop.
6. There will be no starting on # 10 tee without the permission of the Pro Shop. Players starting on # 10 tee will be accommodated on
the front nine only if times are available.
Memberships are valid from the announced opening day up to the closing day set by Management.
8. Refunds for membership will only be granted with proper medical documentation and will be calculated on a pro rated basis.
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Violators of any of the above guidelines are subject to suspension from the course or loss of membership.
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
